The book is designed for common schools and colleges as well for special chess
groups; it can be also used for self-teaching. In both cases, a certain initial chess
knowledge is supposed.

FOREWORD

Dear chessfriend!

One of the most important components of chess skills is one’s ability to conduct a
tactical fight. Therefore it is essential to study the theory of chess tactics, to develop one’s
combinational vision, and to improve one’s ability of caiculating tactical compilications.

In this book, the author continues his researches in this field that have been initiated in
his previous books (“1200 Combinations”, Moscow 1992; “Combination Art , Moscow
1993; “The Manual of Chess”, Moscow 1997).

This book is dedicated to a detailed classification of combinational motifs, — tactical
weaknesses in one’s position, particular features of pieces’ placement and co-operation
that offer an opportunity to find and to perform a combination. This classification enables
the usage of this work in two ways —as an exercise book as well as a manual. The detailed
table of contents facilitates searching good thematical examples when a coach prepares
stuff for chess lessons, while less experienced players can consider it as a subtie hintin
case of difficuities. Moreover, the author’s intention was to arrange the exercises
consequently along with development of tactical ideas. Therefore, in many cases, the solution
of the previous exercise can be helipful in finding the clue to a current one.

For a successful work with the book, a certain level of knowledge of basic tactical
methods is required. Therefore I strongly recommend, particularly to younger readers, to
study the chapter "Basics of Chess Tactics" from my “Manual of Chess” (Moscow, 1997).

Many positions that are represented here are so extremely sharp that only a singie
solution for White exists when he is on move, while Black, when on move, can reach a
success aiso in a single possibie way! (By the way, when the opposite side is on move its
actions can thematically belong to some other section of the book). The author tried to
gather positions that are characterised by a unique soiution (therefore some positions from
practical games have been slightly modified), creative richness, and instructive vaiue.
Positions that are given without mentioning their source are composed by the author and
used by him during his classes for young pilayers.

The numeric value in circles (on top of every diagram to the right) indicates its level of
compiexity in points. The author recommends first to try and find a solution, making written
notes but without moving the pieces on the board. Those examples that couid not be
solved at the first attempt should be thoroughly studied iater, after the first reading of the
book is over.

PREFACIO

YQueridos amigos!

La capacidad de lievar una lucha tbctica es una de las principales herramientas
de cualquier ajedrecista. Es indispensable estudiar la teorHa de la tbctica,
desarrollar su capacidad de observar combinaciones y perfeccionar la tucnica
de calcular variantes.

Este libro, que es una continuaciyn lygica de otras obras del mismo autor, 1200
combinaciones” (Moscb, 1992), “El arte combinatorio” (Moscb, 1993) y “Curso de
ajedrez” (Moscb, 1997), estb dedicado a la minbscula sistematizaciyn de los motivos
combinatorios, tales como puntos flacos o particularidades de la disposiciyn y
relevancia de las piezas, que permiten buscar y realizar una buena combinaciyn.
Una sistematizaciyn asH permite utilizar el libro no sylo como un compendio,
sino tambiin como un manual. Un undice muy detallado facilitarb a los
entrenadores la bbsqueda de ejemplos adecuados, mientras que a los
ajedrecistas menos expertos a la hora de resolver un problema difucil les servir®
como una pista delicada. Adembs, el autor ha procurado reflejar en la
disposiciyn de los ejemplos el desarrollo lygico de las ideas tbcticas. Por eso
en muchos casos la soluciyn del ejemplo anterior les servirb como clave para
los ejempios siguientes.

Para poder trabajar bien con el kbro es indispensable que sus lectores tengan cierto
nivel de conocimiento de los bbsicos procedimientos tbcticos; por eso yo les
recomendara - sobre todo si son jyvenes — estudiar primero el capHtulo “Fundamentos
de la tbctica de ajedrez” del libro “Curso de ajedrez” (M. Bloch, Moscy, 1997).

La mayorHa de las posiciones que se presentan en el libro son tan agudas que
si es turno de las blancas, existe una sola soluciyn para que ganen, mientras
que si les toca a las negras, ganan ellas, Yy tambivin de manera wnica! (En este
bltimo caso las negras tienen que realizar varios motivos combinatorios
descritos en otras partes del libro).

El autor ha procurado introducir problemas que tengan una sola soluciyn (lo que le
ha obligado a cambiar un poco las partidas reales), sean prbcticos y al mismo
tiempo estimulen creatividad personal. Las posiciones que no lievan ningsbn thtulo
especial pertenecen al autor y se han utilizado en sus clases de ajedrez.

El puntaje de cada problema est6 inscrito en un cHrculo a la izquierda de los
diagramas. Les aconsejarHa intentar primero solucionar los problemas por
escrito, sin mover las piezas. Si no ha conseguido resolver algbn problema le
resuitarHa muy prbctico repetirlo antes de acabar de leer el libro.

Espero que leyendo el libro puedan subir su nivel de juego no sin disfrutar de
las soluciones.
